Anyone ages eight and above -- parents, grandparents,
aunts, uncles, siblings, teachers, organization leaders,
friends -- young people can even nominate themselves.

Visit participating North American Build-A-Bear
Workshop® stores and pick up a nomination form or
download the form from buildabear.com/huggableheroes
and mail it in. Entries also will be accepted online.

Entries will be accepted from Jan. 15, 2010, through
Feb. 26, 2010.

Honorees will be selected in three stages: Semi-finalists,
Finalists and Huggable Heroes.

The entries will be narrowed down by independent judges
to 75 semi-finalists. Judges will then select 25 finalists and
finally the 10 winners.

Each Huggable Hero will win $10,000 ($7,500 in the form
of an educational scholarship and $2,500 from the Build-A-
Bear Workshop Foundation to be donated to the 501(c)(3)
charity of the winner’s choice).

In addition, they will receive a two-day, one-night trip to
St. Louis, home of Build-A-Bear Workshop World
Bearquarters. There the Huggable Heroes will be honored
for their good deeds, meet the other honorees and
participate in a photo shoot for the 2011 Huggable Heroes
calendar.
